I.
Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance:  Mr. Parker called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. and Mr. DeFelice led the pledge.

II.
Order of Agenda: None.

III.
Citizen, Selectboard Comments, Announcements & Acknowledgments:  Ms. Knight acknowledged Mr. Rieseberg’s birthday and the crowd sang happy birthday to him. Ms. Knight announced the Alumni Parade and invited the Town Manager and the Board to participate.  Ms. Knight said that Project Graduation is seeking volunteers for June 16 at 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and has invited the Selectboard to participate.  Ms. Knight commented that her job requires travel and she has informed the Chair and Mr. Rieseberg of her travel schedule.


a.
Public Hearing for Hartford Master Plan Re-adoption: Mr. Flinn moved to close the Public Hearing at 6:33 p.m.  Mr. DeFelice seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 



Mr. Flinn moved that we incorporate into the proposed Hartford Master Plan Re-adoption, the document labeled attachment 2A which modifies the goals statement in the Energy Section of the Master Plan.  Mr. DeFelice seconded.  All were in favor and the motion carried.


b.
Events Permits:  Mr. Parker shared that the permits are for the Furry FriendZee Pet Walk sponsored by the Visiting Nurse Organization to be held at the Dothan Brook School on June 28 from 5 to 7 p.m.  This is a fund raiser.  The other event is the Memorial Day Ceremony on the Lehman Bridge, and at the Municipal Building and the Veterans Park to start at 10:45 a.m. on May 30, 2012.


c.
Legislative and Capital Projects Lists: these documents have been worked on and adopted by previous boards.  Discussion included items on both lists and Mr. Rieseberg offering updates.  Some items were put on upcoming agendas for further discussion.


d.
Future of Municipal Building:  The 2010/2011 Subcommittee (Sonia Knight, Alex DeFelice and Sam Romano) was near a renovation recommendation last fall when Tropical Storm Irene altered the decision.  Mr. DeFelice explained that 35+/- people from the public were involved in discussions and research including people from the historical society.  Mr. DeFelice will coordinate the previously planned presentation for the July 24, 2012 Selectboard meeting.  The Selectboard will send their additions to Mr. Rieseberg.  One the additions have been added, a clean un-prioritized document will be provided for the Selectboard to discuss and prioritize.

Mr. DeFelice seconded.  Mr. DeFelice asked questions on the Account Payable.  Ms. Knight abstained as she wasn’t in attendance.  All else were in favor and the motion carried.

Board Reports, Motions & Ordinances: 


a.
Amendment of Conditions – HBRLF – Ibex:  The Chair granted a 3 minute recess at Mr. DeFelice’s request.  This item will be discussed in Executive Session.


b.
Re-appoint (Klauer) and 1 new appointment for Parks and Recreation Commission:  Mr. DeFelice moved that pursuant to Title 31, Chapter 5, Section 203 of the Vermont Statutes Annotated, the Board of Selectmen, hereby appoints Chris Lowe this 29th Day, May 2012, to serve as a member of the Parks and Recreation Commission in the Town of Hartford, the County of Windsor, and the State of Vermont, effective June 21, 2012 through June 21, 2015.  Ms. Knight seconded.  All were in favor and the motion carried.



Mr. Flinn moved that pursuant to Title 31, Chapter 5, Section 203 of the Vermont Statutes Annotated, the Board of Selectmen, hereby re-appoints Kimberly Klauer this 29th Day, May 2012, to serve as a member of the Parks and Recreation Commission in the Town of Hartford, the County of Windsor, and the State of Vermont, effective June 21, 2012 through June 21, 2015.  Ms. Knight seconded.  All were in favor and the motion carried.


c.
Re-appointment of Jim Tonkovich as representative to the Advance Transit Board of Directors:  Ms. Knight moved that the Selectboard, this 29th day of May, 2012 appoint Jim Tonkovich as representative to the Advance Transit Board of Directors in the Town of Hartford, the County of Windsor, and the State of Vermont, to hold office from June 30, 2012 to June 30, 2015.  Mr. Flynn seconded.  Mr. DeFelice abstained as his brother works for Advance Transit.  All else were in favor and the motion carried.


d.
2012 Series 1 and 2 Vermont Municipal Bond Bank Sale: Mr. Giuliani, Bond Counsel is asking that the Board proceed with their plan to participate in the issuance of these two bonds by adopting the Resolution and Certificate presented.  As we have not received bids on the Quechee Bridge Project and we have not advanced forward on the West Hartford Community Project, Mr. Giuliani reports there is approximately one month in which to adjust total amounts.  Mr. Flinn moved to approve the documents as presented concerning Hartford’s participation in the 2012 Series I and II Vermont Municipal Bond Bank Sale with the understanding that we will at a future date possibly refine the exact number to borrow.  The resolution and certificate is a 4-page document that has been prepared for us by Attorney Giuliani and attached to that is a loan agreement along with an exhibit showing 20 years of paying $81,761 or 762 dollars to pay off a loan totaling $1,635,225 which is the sum of the two bonds approved at the March 6 Town Meeting Australian Ballot and to authorize the Chair to sign the loan agreement on behalf of the Town of Hartford.  Mr. DeFelice seconded.  Mr. Rieseberg explained that the terms may not be 20 years.  Mr. Flinn restated that he moved to adopt the recommendation of Attorney Paul Giuliani with respect to the 2012 Series I and II Vermont Municipal Bond Bank Sale and in particular this will involve indebting the town in an amount up to $1,635,225.  This recommendation requires signatures by the Board, the Treasurer, the Chair and the Town Manager for different documents that are all in front us as delivered. I move we go forward for these recommendations and specifications.  Mr. Flinn withdrew his motion.  Mr. DeFelice moved to town proceed to adopt the bond amount of $1,635,225 and authorize the signature of the Town Manager, Selectboard, Chair and Town Treasurer and to execute the documents: 1. Resolution and Certificate, 2. Tax Certificate; 3. Loan Agreement; 4. Bond; 5. Certificate of Registration; 6. IRC Section 148 and 265 Certification; 7. IRS Form 8038 G, as presented.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  (verbatim)

VII.
Chairman’s Report:  Mr. Parker reported that he and Mr. Rieseberg met with the Chair of the School Board and the Superintendent to discuss an agenda for a joint meeting and to see if they could define points to be worked on jointly for the benefit of the community.

VIII.
Town Manager’s Report:  Mr. Rieseberg reported on the Vital Communities Leadership banquet, FEMA; the search for a new Police Chief; the removal of lower reservoir dam; the Quechee Covered Bridge; the Maxfield Property Project; the study of the Solid Waste Program; Board review of updated policies and ordinances; update on the Card Purchasing plan.

IX.
Commission Meeting Reports – Mr. Flinn attended a Planning Commission. Mr. Dennis attended an Energy roundtable and an Energy Commission meeting. 

X.
Old Business:  Discussion included the Employee Awards Banquet and the wish to have it again this year.

XI.
Executive Session: Mr. DeFelice announced that there may be action taken.  Mr. DeFelice moved to go into Executive Session at 9:00 p.m. to discuss contracts; real estate; personnel and pending litigation.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Parker.  Ms. Knight abstained and she left.  All else approved and the motion carried.


A motion was made and seconded to adjourn executive session at 10:05 p.m.  The motion carried.



A motion was made my Mr. Flinn to pass the Ibex loan.  Mr. Dennis seconded.  Mr. DeFelice and Ms. Fleishman voted nay and the motion carried.
