Solar panels are installed on the DPW office building, and electrical work 
underway. Norwich Technologies has appealed the VT Public Utility Commission’s 
denial for an extension of the installation deadline for the WABA building. 
 
The Police Department applied for and was awarded a new Drug Drop Box from CVS. 
This will replace the one that is currently in the lobby of the Public Safety Building.
